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The Partition of India and Pakistan' happened in 1947. Before that, India was under
British rule for nearly 200 years. Many leaders like Mahatma Gandhi, Jawaharlal Nehru,
and Sardar Patel fought for independence. At the same time, Muhammad Ali Jinnah, the
leader of the Muslim League, wanted a separate country for Muslims. He believed that
Hindus and Muslims could not live together peacefully.
